Requirements: Films must be 30 minutes or less in length.
Yukon made films muust 60 minutes or less. Films completed
after April 1, 2008 are eligible. Film must not have not been
previously submitted to DCISFF. Films in any language other
than English must be subtitled in English. All submissions must
be accompanied by the fololwing items:

1. a completed entry form,

2. a NTSC DVD (Region 1) or NTSC mini DV tape for pre-
screening. Note: Due to mail times to the North, it is
recommended that you supply a projection copy (NTSC
miniDV) with your application. Films must be formatted
4:3 letterboxed.

. a short description of the film (50 words)

. a 300 DPI jpg from the film (4" x 3")

5. submission fee. (No fees for Yukon, NOrthwest Territory
of Nunavut filmmakers)

6. submissions will not be returned unless accompanied by a
self-addressed pre-paid return mailer
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Incomplete entries will not be accepted.

Entry Deadline: November 11, 2009 (postmarked)
Late Deadline: December 11, 2009 (postmarked)
(Late fees apply)

Youth Deadline: February 1, 2010, (Postmarked)

Fees, shipping, and the usual disclaimer:

Entry fees are $10.00[CDN] for Canadian entries and $10.00
[US] for foreign entries. Late entry fee is $20.00. There are no
entry fees for films from the Yukon, Northwest Territories or
Nunavut. All insurance and shipping costs are the responsibility
of the entrant. All international entries must have “For Cultural
Purposes Only No Commercial Value" clearly written on the
outside of the shipping package. Due care will be taken in

the handling of submissions, but the festival does not accept
responsibility for damage or loss of materials submitted.

Do not put paper labels on your DVDs or send your
submissions in a fibre filled envelope, the dust can damage
tapes and viewing equipment.
